GENERAL SHARING

Robert Leonard urged everyone to vote YES on Proposition 1 – adding property tax caps to the Indiana constitution.  He has yard signs available to promote this issue, for anyone who wants one.

A zoning change has been proposed for an automobile “junk yard” on Grand Blvd, which caused alarm in the community.  Nate McKnight explained that the location in question is in the no-mans-land between Rt. 20 and the railroad tracks and it has been used for the same type of operation in the past.  In any case, the request will be heard by the Planning Commission on October 26.  The MCC did not see a need to express an opinion on the issue.
Leonard noted that there would be a collection for Jim Nowacki’s defense fund, to be held at Miller Pizza from 6:00 to 8:00 pm on Thursday, October 14.  Nowacki was arrested at Gary City Hall last summer, while he was demonstrating against the proposed garbage collection fee.
