Gary, Indiana-The Gary Storm Water Management District (GSWMD) with
support from the Gary Parks Department, the Department of Environmental Affairs
and various clean water partners, will host its 6" annual Clean Water Celebration at
Marquette Park on the Lagoon, Saturday, September 11, 2010 from 11:00 a.m. —
4:00 p.m. The event is in observance of Lake Michigan Coast Week.

City of Gary and Storm Water District officials will kick off the celebration with a
Press Conference at 11:00 am. Local, Clean Water Partners will be introduced

during the conference.

The Annual Clean Water Celebration will offer lots of free fun, educational and
recreational activities for youth and adults focusing on the importance of clean
water and how our community can protect and preserve this “Life Essential™
natural resource through prevention and control of erosion and storm water run-off.
Activities include free canoe training and canoeing on the Lagoon, free paddle boat
rides, fishing education, kite flying, water quality presentations, creative arts
contest with prizes, health and fitness, entertainment, and refreshments. Everyone

who takes the Clean Water Pledge will receive a free event token.

The Clean Water Celebration will also include information and activities supported
by GSWMD’s Storm Water Public Education and Outreéach Program as well as
other projects and programs being implemented by local ‘organizations, bﬁsiness,
and environmental organizations. Activity and education tables will be set up by
environmental and government organizations promoting the protection and

preservation of our waterways and natural resources.
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The purpose of the public education and outreach program is to provide local
residents, businesses, and youth with information on the effects of storm water run-
off on water quality and quantity and how to implement storm water pollution

prevention practices in our daily lives.

The Gary Storm Water Management District and the City of Gary Common
Council enacted a modified Storm Water Ordinance in July of 2006 as mandated
by the US EPA Phase II of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) permitting program. The Phase II regulation requires six minimum
control measures for inclusion in the NPDES permit.
